 Principal’s Report:
a. MSS staff has really embraced this new way of teaching due to COVID 19.
b. The roll out of online teaching was conducted in the best way possible at the time but looking back it would maybe have been better for teachers to use the same online platform to make it easier for parents/families.
c. Locker cleanout completed.
d. Families requiring technology to help with online learning have been able to borrow from the school.  100 computers have been distributed.  In addition, the school was able to access some free IP addresses as well as inexpensive internet through Telus for families needing help. 
e. Some students/families were considering dropping out of courses and school, but counsellors have been involved in helping these families get the resources and help they need to continue attending high school.
f. Some students have been allowed to drop courses, which is unusual at this time, but it has reduced anxiety in these students. 
g. MSS still troubleshooting any students who need help.
h. MSS donated breakfast club money to Starfish Backpack program as well as the leisure centre to help provide food for students/families in need.
i. Fruits and vegetables still coming to school and being given out to the community.
j. It is really important for students to do the required essential learning during this time to ensure their success at the next level.
k. School understands that they may need 1-2 months of review next year to ensure students have necessary prior knowledge for current courses.

l. Reminder to grade 12s to apply for District Authority Scholarships.  See MSS website under graduation tab.  Can also email Alison Evans for information.
m. Refunds: any trip not occurring due to COVID 19 will be refunded.  As events are cancelled, refunds will occur.

n. Yearbooks: 555 yearbooks have been ordered.  Students will be able to pick up yearbooks at the school.  MSS will organize how they will be handed out.
o. 15 computers were stolen and one smartboard damaged.  Still have more than enough computes for students needing them to complete school work at home.
p. Summit Learning has 30 laptops available for Summit students to use at home.

q. Textbook returns will be in June.

r. Library books can be returned in the fall or at the textbook return date.

s. Every week, teachers need to reach out to students and students need to respond back.  If students don’t do this, a counsellor, youth care worker, or support staff will reach out to the student to ensure they are alright.

t. Grad Commencement: there has been a lot of talk about this, but no answers yet.  Some sort of celebration will take place for the graduates.  Worst case scenario-commencement occurs in the Sept (if allowed then).
